The requirements listed below reflect the undergraduate major curricular changes approved by the Catalog
Subcommittee since approval of the last Undergraduate Major Change Bulletin. All curricula are printed in
their entirety under the headings Current and Proposed, respectively. The column to the far right indicates the
date each change becomes effective.

A minimum of 16 credits is required.
A foundation of the target language,
Russian 203 (4 credits), is required; in
addition, 4 courses (12 credits) of
further knowledge must be taken other
than 203 as: EITHER one lower level
and two upper-level courses in FLC
plus one approved course in another
department; OR one lower-level and
one upper-level course in FLC plus
two approved courses in another
department. See the department of
FL&C for a list of acceptable courses.
A minimum of 9 credits with a letter
grade must be taken in residency at
and Cultures, drop WSU, of which 3 must be at the 300-
minor in Russian 400 level. All courses must be passed |--N/A -- 8-09
Area Studies with a grade of C or better. Only
courses thus designated in the Catalog
may be repeated for credit toward the
minor. Courses counting towards a
minor in the language may not be
counted towards a major in
International Area Studies (i.e., Latin
America Area Studies, German Area
Studies, French and Francophone Area
Studies, or Russian Area Studies). 105,
205, and 305 may not count towards
the minor. Credit hours for the minor
must include 9 hours of upper-division
work taken in residence at WSU or
